Mothers And Letters

The life story of war hero and writer Romain Gary; French bombadier
received lot of letters from his mother during war, survived in his desire
to home to his mother and present his war medals to her, but she died
quite a long time before the end of the war, mother hid her illness from
her son and wrote all those letters long before she died, she instructed
a friend to mail them one letter at a time until the war ended
